Sport Premium Grant

Funding for schools will be calculated by the number of primary aged pupils (between the ages of 5 and

11) as at the annual census in January 2013. All schools with 17 or more primary aged pupils will receive

a lump sum of £8,000 plus a premium of £5 per pupil. Smaller schools will receive £500 per pupil.

What does the Sport Premium mean for Boskenwyn School?

At Boskenwyn School we have split up the funding by the three key areas for consideration; Physical
